Voice to Parliament Election 2026

The SA First Nations Voice Election will be held on  
Saturday 21 March 2026. This is the same day as the  
2026 State Election.

All polling locations for the 2026 State Election will also 
offer voting for the SA First Nations Voice Election.

Eligible Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander people can 
choose one of the following options to cast their vote:

Polling Booth	 Saturday 21 March

Early Voting Centre	 Saturday 14 March – Friday 20 March (excluding Sunday 15 March)

Mobile Polling	 Tuesday 10 March – Friday 20 March

Postal Voting	 Applications available online (ecsa.sa.gov.au) from 2 February

Voting in the SA First Nations Voice Election is not compulsory. 
However, voting in the 2026 State Election is compulsory.

Voters with a sight or motor impairment may be eligible to vote  
using the telephone assisted voting service on 1300 951 579.
